Textbook Adoption 2008-09

Approval of Elementary Mathematics Textbook Adoption 

RATIONALE Each year the district selects textbooks according to the schedule set by the Texas 
Education Agency.  For this year, it was the elementary mathematics adoption. 
 
A team of representatives from each elementary campus spent the last three months 
in deep review of all state approved texts.   The team developed a rubric to evaluate 
each selection based on the curriculum/goals in LTISD. 
 
The team attended a vendor showcase where they had the opportunity to observe 
the materials, engage in a presentation by the vendors, explore all ancillary materials 
(including technology/software), and consider levels of rigor and usability. 
 
Using the rubric, the team scored each of the selections and narrowed the selections 
from seven to three.  Then each elementary teacher had the opportunity to review the 
merits of the three selections based on the rubric developed by the Textbook Team 
and vote on the selection that had the highest merit.  The team tallied the teachers’ 
votes which resulted in the Macmillan – McGraw/Hill, Texas Mathematics / 
Mathematics para Texas being recommended. 
 
Additionally, the teachers expressed significant appreciation for the technology tools 
provided through the bond which will allow them to expand the usability of the text 
selections by accessing the many technology resources.

All texts fall under the state provisions.  The only added cost would be any additional 
teacher sets desired for support service programs (special education, ESL, CMC) 
which is typical for any adoption and is built into the budget process.

Subject: math grades K - 5 
Textbook Title: Texas Mathematics 
Author:Altieri, Balka, Day, Gonsalves, Grace, Krulik, 
Malloy, Moliz-Bailey, Moseley, Mowry, Myren, Price, 
Reynosa, Santa Cruz, Silbey, and Vielhaber 
Publisher: MacmillanlMcGraw-Hill 

Comments: After careful evaluation, the elementary math 
textbook committee made their selection for the following 
reasons. 
First, the textbook was selected for its curricular 
emphasis. 

• Primary emphasis throughout is on integration of 
problem-solving requiring higher level thinking 
skills. 

• Focus is on concepts and applications. 
• Conceptual development preceded instruction on 

computational algorithms. 
• Estimation is emphasized throughout the problem­

solving process, including estimation strategies that 
develop number sense. 

• Mathematics concepts are related to each other, to 
other curriculum areas, and to the students' daily 
lives. 

• There is greater depth of instruction on the TEKS 
than on supplemental topics. 

• Review of previously learned topics is integrated 
throughout the text in relevant, meaningful contexts. 
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Additionally, the textbook was selected for its 
instructional strategies:

Community Outreach  –  Mayo Davidson led a discussion regarding what he called a 
disconnect between the school system and parents, particularly Hispanic families.  Mr. 
Davidson would like to increase parental involvement which he believes will ultimately 
result in LTISD achieving an Exemplary rating.  Mr. Davidson volunteered to meet with 
local civic groups and area churches, i.e., Chamber of Commerce, Rotary, Kiwanis, to 
begin discussing partnerships in an effort to assist Hispanic families.  The Board 
expressed their support and agreed that Mr. Davidson would lead the effort.  Mr. 
Davidson stated this would be a long-term project and mentioned he would report his 
progress to the Board possibly late summer/early fall. 
 
Formative Assessments Update  – Ms. Pettit provided an update on the current 
Curriculum Based Assessments (CBA’s) used by the district for assessing grades 3-11 
in mathematics and 5-11 in Science.   The district has purchased the Comprehensive 
Curriculum Assessment and Professional Development (CCAP) to help in the 
development of the CBA’s. 
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Summer School 2008  – Ms. Pettit provided an overview of the reorganization of the  
Summer School program.   Beginning with the 2007-08 school year, the eighth grade 
students must pass TAKS reading and mathematics to be promoted to the ninth grade.  
 
 
Finance and Support Services  
May 10, 2008 Board of Trustees Election Update  – Bob Hart, Assistant 
Superintendent  of Support Services and Chief Financial Officer presented a calendar of 
key dates for the upcoming Board of Trustees election.   Mr. Hart confirmed that two 
permanent early voting sites have been identified:  Randall’s located on Hwy 620 in 
Lakeway and  Bee Cave City Hall at the Hill Country Galleria Mall. 
 
 
Serene Hills Elementary School and Other Campus Furniture Purchase for the 
2008-09 School Year  – Mr. Hart provided an overview of the current furniture proposals 
currently under review for Serene Hills Elementary School.  Board policy CH (LOCAL) 
requires the administration to seek board approval prior to awarding certain contracts 
that exceed $100,000.   The funds for the furniture purchase are budgeted in the 2006 
Bond Program and are estimated to be approximately $250,000. 
 

A MOTION was made by Trustee Davidson, seconded by Trustee Cummings to 
authorize administration to proceed with the acquisition of furniture through a 
Request for Proposals process and to follow up with a report to the Board of 
Trustees summarizing furniture proposal information at the February 21 Board 
meeting.     

 
A discussion ensued and Trustee Davidson withdrew his motion, as did Trustee 
Cummings.  This item will be placed on the consent agenda of the February 21 Board 
Meeting.
